(2002-April 2009)

 Provided 56 mission opportunities
 Partnered with 76 churches to do missions together
 448 people entered the field 

o 4 are paraplegic, 2 are blind, and 1 was epileptic 
o Youngest to enter field was 7 months and oldest was 86
o Individuals enter the field with us from Germany and Indonesia

 6 team members came to Christ
 88 children and youth accept Christ
 Conducted 22 baptisms in field
 Transported $194,227 in medicines to third world countries
 7,885 people medically treated
 Distributed 5,900 health and hygiene kits to the poor
 5 Health and Hygiene classes taught
 1 Nigerian village well repaired
 Over 2 dozen health and wellness screenings occurred in the inner city of Minneapolis
 1,700 education kits distributed to children
 Construction continues on a cultural center in the heart of Central America

o 1st Native American teen from one community enters mission field with team
o 45 Nigerians enter mission field in their own country 
o In 2007, training Honduran college students to be missionaries in their country 

 Sample: In 2009 thus far, $28,000 in medicines transported to people in need, 2,105 people have been medically treated, 1 church and 5 rooms 
painted, repaired 1 vehicle, installed 1 rear vehicle window, repaired one house closet, help to clean a local retreat center for the arrival of a school 
retreat, and best of all…264 professions of Christ in the field through short-term mission trips with The Isaiah Connection.
